**UNIT 1: NATURE AND PERSPECTIVES OF GEOGRAPHY. 
**Question #1: List 8 essential ingredients of industrialization. Write a few sentences to describe how the concepts relate to each other. 
**With our 9th graders we begin with an overview of the concepts of history; specifically, imperialism and its connection to industrialization to have our students become familiar with the following topics which are inherently addressed throughout our course. However, there are some topic #1 CED concepts identified in these bell ringers so have no fear 😊
The concepts of capital, infrastructure, access to markets, and access to natural resources, cheap labor, cheap energy, profit motive and political stability are essential for students to understand and apply throughout our course. 
As an extension, you could have your students identify jobs which are primary, secondary or tertiary by showing them pictures of people doing this work and having them go through a matching activity. This may also be a good point to mention the concept of core/periphery as well (see below).
Question #2: Label these groupings: Core, Semi-Peripheral or Peripheral countries. Justify your decision based on the definitions of the terms.

The World Systems Theory crafted by Immanuel Wallerstein (Core/Periphery) of dependence/independence and global economic division of labor will be discussed in further detail throughout the duration of the course.
Extension - depending on what you have already covered with your students, you could also ask students to discuss the characteristics of developing countries and/or the connection between different levels of development and economic sectors (primary, secondary, tertiary). 
An exceptional resource to look at in relation to an analysis of development characteristics is www.gapminder.org.

Question #3: What is globalization? What are some positive effects and negative consequences of globalization? 
At this point in time you could introduce the strategy of having students look at geographic issues from the ESPeN perspective of analysis (economic, social, political and environmental). OR some teachers utilize the SPEED approach (Social, Political, Economic, Environmental and Demographic). This can be done through the analysis of an article, video clip, etc. This strategy of analysis is quite helpful to students and gets them to see these prompting terms often throughout the course as they will be used as part of the APHG exam content in May.

As an extension, what is meant by the term glocalization? Meaning how has the global in your neighborhood or places you have visited represent the local diversity/culture of a place? For example, the menu at a local McDonalds or Starbucks representing local tastes, etc.

OR show this short video, approximately five minutes that specifically address why the Soviet Union fell:

Question #4: What are the FIVE themes of Geography? How they are relevant in today’s world?
The use of using current events in our APHG classroom is an excellent way to get students to make relevant, every day connections to the major concepts discussed in our course. For this bell ringer, the goal of the student is to find a current event in any of the following:  newspaper, magazine, internet or television.  The student needs to write a 100-word summary about how the article or current event relates to any of the Five Themes of Geography.  Once they have written their summary, they will than post it on Edmodo or another class blog to two other classmates.  The post from their fellow classmates must agree or disagree with their connection.  Students should not simply write ‘I agree or disagree’ they must provide examples of why they stated their claim.  It is okay if the student feels a current event fits a different category, but they need to explain why they feel that way. 

REMEMBER: It is “why of where” spatial perspective, critical thinking question(s) that we hope students will be able to grasp and answer (
Question #5: What is the definition of the terms cultural landscape, built environment, cultural ecology?

*These three terms are extremely important and relevant in our course and will be discussed at length in many of our units and associated lessons throughout the year. 

*They are all synonyms as they mean “human imprint on the physical landscape.”

Once students have a grasp of what the concept(s) mean they should be able to identify the “geographic characteristics” of a place just from looking at a photo or from their own experiences; travel, etc. For example, infrastructure, places of worship, local mall, ethnic diversity, etc.
Have students bring in or provide them with photos to have them do an analysis of cultural landscape.
